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Match Format:





Each player is seeded.


There will be a boy 1, boy 2, girl 1 and girl 2.


They will they be placed in the appropriate league to play against the other schools same ranked player.


2 options for recording the scores, could be 3 points for a win and 1 point for a loss. Or could be the actual score i.e 10-8.


At the end, all the points for each school are totalled up from each of the four players and the winners established.


The serve is decided by a ‘toss’ at the start of the match.


The nominated person serves for the first point; it then alternates every 2 points.


When serving, players should stand behind the inner back tramline.


When serving, the ball must not be bounced before being hit.


The serve must be hit ‘under-arm’.


Serves should be hit diagonally, landing anywhere in the opposite diagonal quarter of the court.


Players stay at the same end of the court for the entire match.

Recommend Game Length:





Simple numbering scoring is used i.e 1,2,3,4 etc.


Option 1 is a ‘match tie break’, where it is first to 10 points with a 1 or 2 point clear gap.


Option 2 is a timed event, players play for a set period of time, until the whistle blows then scores are recorded. Length of matches depends on time available, number of courts and amount of entries.
