West Lodge and Pinner Wood represented Harrow at the West London Finals. They both reached the final and produced a brilliant game which saw West Lodge earn a last-ball win. West Lodge and Pinner Wood both deserve great credit for not only putting Harrow on the cricketing map but for being such sporting ambassadors.
	There will be a series of festivals to determine the qualification for our tiered finals. There will be an emphasis on performance rather than results.
